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Andy Hoofnagle is Professor of Laboratory Medicine, Head of the
Division of Clinical Chemistry, and Director of Reference Laboratory
Services in the Department of Laboratory Medicine, University of
Washington, Seattle. His laboratory focuses on developing novel
methods for the quantification of proteins and small molecules in
clinical samples using LC-MS/MS. His grant-funded research continues
to focus on using analytical chemistry to epidemiologically answer
questions in vitamin D biology, kidney disease, cardiovascular disease,
and cancer. Professor Hoofnagle mentors students, fellows, and
residents in gaining a deeply respectful admiration for the power of
mass spectrometry in the care of patients.
